STUART LESLIE VANDEWATER, M,D,, F,R,C.P.(C) 

The Canadian Anaesthetists' Society Medal 
has been awarded to Dr. Stuart Leslie Vande- 
water for Meritorious Service in Anaesthesia. 

Dr, Vandewater was born in Campbellford, 
Ontario, in 1924. Educated in Toronto, he 
graduated M.D. from the University of Toronto 
in 1947. He was married to Mary Elsie Baird in 
1950, and they have two children. 

After a rotating internship at Toronto General 
Hospital Dr. Vandewater entered the post- 
graduate course in anaesthesia at University of 
Toronto in 1948. During the 1950-51 session he 
was Registrar in Anaesthetics in the Professorial 
Surgical Unit of the University of Edinburgh at 
the Edinburgh Royal Infirmary, under the direc- 
tion of Dr. John Gillies. Returning to Toronto in 
1951 he completed his training in a Residency in 
Internal Medicine and, in 1952-53, he was an 
R.S. McLaughlin Fellow, attached to the De-

Le docteur Vandewater est n6 ~t Campbellford 
en Ontario, en 1924. II a re~:u son 6ducation 
Toronto et son dipl6me de docteur en m6decine 
de I'Universit~ de Toronto en 1947.11 est mari6/~ 
Mary Elsie Baird depuis 1950 et est le p~re de 
deux enfants. 

Apr/~s son internat rotatoire au Toronto Gen- 
eral Hospital, le docteur Vandewater s'est inscrit 
au cours post-doctoral en anesth6sie de l 'Univer- 
sit6 de Toronto en 1948. Pendant la session 
1950-51, il rut r6sident en anesth6sie darts l'unit6 
d'enseignement clinique de l'Universit~ d'Edin- 
burgh et au Edinburgh Royal infirmary sous la 
direction du docteur John Gillies. A son retour 
Toronto en 1951 il termina sa formation par une 
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partment of Anaesthesia at Toronto General 
Hospital. He became a Fellow of the Royal 
College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada in 
1953 and was appointed Clinical Teacher in the 
Department of Anaesthesia, University of To- 
ronto, on the staff of Toronto General Hospital. 

In 1960 Dr. Vandewater was appointed Asso- 
ciate Professor and Chairman of the Department 
of Anaesthesia at Queen's University at King- 
ston, Ontario, and Anaesthetist-In-Chief at King- 
ston General Hospital. He held these appoint- 
ments until 1971. He was promoted Professor in 
1961. He continues as a member of the attending 
staff at Kingston General Hospital, Hotel Dieu 
Hospital and St. Mary's of the Lake Hospital in 
Kingston. He is author or co-author of 31 publi- 
cations. 

Appointed to the Senate of Queen's University 
in 1967, Dr. Vandewater was a member of the 
Budget Committee of the Senate from 1968 to 
1971 and Chairman of that committee from 1972 
to 1974. In 1969 he became Associate Dean, 
Faculty of Medicine and Medical Co-ordinator of 
the Health Sciences Complex. Since 1971 he has 
served as Secretary to the Faculty board and 
Faculty Council of the Faculty of Medicine and 
since 1973 has been Associate Dean, Postgradu- 
ate Affairs in that Faculty. As a representative of 
his University he has been a member or Chairman 
of a number of committees of The Association of 
Canadian Medical Colleges, The Council of On- 
tario Faculties of Medicine and The College of 
Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario. Since 1977 
he has been Queen's University representative 
on The Medical Council of Canada. 

Service to the Government of Canada has 
included an appointment as Consultant in Anaes- 
thesia to The Canadian Forces Hospital, King- 
ston, 1961-74; Consultant to The Canadian 
Forces Medical Council 1965-1970; Chairman of 
the Working Party on Anaesthesia of the Require- 
ments Committee on Physician Manpower of 
the Department of National Health and Welfare, 
1973-75. 

Dr. Vandewater was an Examiner for the 
Certificate in Anaesthesia of the Royal College of 
Physicans and Surgeons of Canada in 1961 and 
1962 and for the Fellowship of the College 
1963-1969. He became a member of the Advisory 
Committee in the Specialty of Anaesthesia in 
1968 and was Chairman from 1974 to 1980. He has 
been a member of the Credentials Committee of 
the College since 1976 and in 1980 was Chairman 
of the Ad Hoc Committee to Review the Intern- 
ship in Specialty Training.

5. Kingston. I1 est auteur ou co-auteur de 31 
publications. 

Nomm6 au s6nat de l'Universit~ Queens en 
1967, le docteur Vandewater fut membre du 
comit6 du budget du s~nat de 1968 5- 1971 et 
chairman de ce comit6 de 1972 5- 1974. En 1969 il 
devenait vice-doyen b. la facult~ de m~decine et 
coordinateur m6dical du Complexe des Sciences 
de la Sant6. Depuis 1971 il est secr&aire du 
conseil d'administration et du conseil de la fa- 
cult~ de m~decine et depuis 1973 vice-doyen 
l'~ducation post-doctorale de cette facult6. En 
rant que repr6sentant de son universit~ il a 6t6 
aussi membre ou pr6sident d 'un bon hombre de 
comit~s de I'Association des facult~s de m6de- 
cine du Canada, du Conseil des facult6s de m6de- 
cine de I'Ontario et du Coll~ge des m~decins 
et chirurgiens de l'Ontario.

Secretary 1972-1977; Chairman, Committee on 
Organizational Affairs, 1978-80. 

Dr. Vandewater was awarded the Queen Eliz- 
abeth II Jubilee Medal in 1977. 

In awarding its Medal to Dr. Stuart Vande- 
water the Society honours a distinguished col- 
league who has made an outstanding contribution 
to the specialty of Anaesthesia and to Medical 
Education in Canada throughout a long academic 
career.
