
David R. Bevan Editorial 

In its thirty-seven-year history the Journal has had only 
two previous editors. The first, Rod Gordon, gave it birth 
and nursed it through several precarious years as author, 
editor, business manager and publisher. Nevertheless, he 
was able to pass on a robust and mature publication to 
Doug Craig six years ago. 

Doug has now taken up the position of Senior Vice- 
President, Medical, at the Health Sciences Centre in 
Winnipeg. During his brief stay the Journal again pros- 
pered. In appearance, the page size increased, the type 
was re-styled, the cover changed and so too did the title. 
The change of name was not only a symbol, it expressed 
the realization that the Journal was more than a report of 
the activities of the members of the Canadian Anaesthe- 
tists' Society. The Journal had become international both 
in content and readership. 

Behind the pages, Doug was responsible for separating 
the business and scientific affairs. The former would 
become the responsibility of the CAS Head Office whilst 
the latter would rest with the Editorial Board and the 
Editor-in-Chief. 

Perhaps Doug's greatest contribution was his challenge 
to the academic community of anaesthesia in Canada to 
join him. Anaesthetists across the country, and overseas, 
were recruited to help in the review process, on the 
Editorial Board and, via the University Departments, to 
contribute to a very successful CME series. 

For the future, the paths that Doug Craig forged will 
continue. The Journal will remain a high-quality scientific 
journal which will continue to publish manuscripts which 
will be sought from and read by those with an interest in 
anaesthesia, critical care medicine, and the basic sciences 
which support them from around the world. Despite the 
structural changes which have been made the success of 
the Journal depends on its authors. A journal can publish 
only what it receives and, at the present time, the Journal 
receives excellent contributions. 

All of us are grateful to the Journal's first two editors, 
Rod Gordon and Doug Craig. Doug, we wish you well in 
your future. Thank you.
